Resolution of 2nd December 2022
of the Council of the Faculty of Social Sciences of the University of Wrocław
regarding the regulations of settlement of ERASMUS+ Programme
1. Before the start of each semester, the Coordinator of Erasmus+ Programme for the given major shall submit to the Dean’s Office of the Faculty of Social Sciences the list of people approved to participate in the Programme.

2. Upon being approved to participate in Erasmus+ Programme and before leaving for the mobility, each student is required to submit to the Dean’s Office the Learning Agreement signed by the Coordinator of the home university, host university and the student.
3. Subjects listed in the Learning Agreement correspond to only one major studied at the Faculty, the one at which the student obtained the Erasmus + grant. 
4. A learning agreement concerning curriculum at one major allows for completion of a term/year at only one major studied at the Faculty. 
5. Completion of the term at two majors based on a single mobility is possible only if the student earns 60 ECTS credits and obtains an approval from the coordinator for the other major. 
6. If the Student participates in the mobility during a semester, at which the MA or BA seminar is held, they should then submit to the Dean’s Office an application for extramural completion of the MA or BA seminar, no later than within one month from the start of the semester at the home university.

7. If the Student makes any changes to the Learning Agreement during the mobility, the Student is required to submit to the Dean’s Office the Changes to Learning Agreement form within one month from start of the semester at the host university.
8. The Student is required to obtain 60 ECTS credits during the academic year, i.e. 30 credits in each semester.
Should the Student fail to obtain 30 ECTS credits in a semester, during which the mobility is implemented, then upon return from the mobility the Student is required to complete subjects indicated by the Dean from the curriculum applicable at the given major (in accordance with Student’s application – Appendix no. 2).

The occurred deficit of ECTS credits should be supplemented within one year from the settlement of the semester of mobility.

9. For the purpose of settlement of the mobility semester, the Student shall submit the following documents to the Dean’s Office by 30th September of the respective academic year at the latest: the Certificate of student’s achievements in Polish approved by the Coordinator, the Transcript of Records and Student’s Application (if applicable – Appendix no. 1) and the exam chart (if applicable).

10. The Certificate of student’s achievements shall contain: the list of the completed subjects, number of classes for each subject, form of the classes, grade and number of ECTS credits.

11. Upon consulting the Coordinator of Erasmus+ Programme for the given major and before leaving for the mobility, the Student may apply for extramural completion of selected subjects (Appendix no. 3).

12. The settlement of the semester or academic year at a foreign university takes place on an annual basis and its deadline is 30th September of the academic year, during which the Student participates in the Programme. 
13. Obtaining a minimum of 15 ECTS credits during the mobility in accordance with the Learning Agreement is required for financial settlement of the Student’s participation in the mobility programme by the International Office.
